	Black Sox - 18 Under Head First plus Connie Mack League travel team

	Mostly 17-18's, a few top 16's. 

	

	Dark Horses - 17 Under Head First plus Don Mattingly League travel team

	Mostly 16's, some 17's, maybe a few top 15's

	

	Alameda -15 Under Head First travel team (also World Tournament Team). 

	Perhaps also Mickey Mantle League. Will not be a Babe Ruth team

	

	Dirt Grinders - 14 Under Head First travel team. Some 13's, rest 14's

	Will play enough Babe Ruth games to be eligible for all-stars

	

	One or two 14-15 year old Babe Ruth teams.

	

	13 Under Head First travel team plus one or more Babe Ruth 13 year-old teams,

	depending on numbers. All will play enough Babe Ruth games to be eligible for all-stars

	

	

	

	The Merchants and all Head First teams will be travel teams. 

	

	The Alameda Team will not be Babe Ruth (cannot play Babe Ruth All-Stars). The players,

	manager and coaches will be chosen by Alameda World Tournament Baseball

	

	The 14 Under (Dirt Grinders) and 13 Under Head First teams will play enough Babe Ruth

	games to be eligible for all-stars. Most of their games will be Head First games though.

	

	No teams will play in Oakland unless the games are at Ricky Henderson Field

	

	We will try to schedule Babe Ruth interleague games with San Mateo/Palo Alto in addition

	to Oakland and Washington Manor

	

	All 13-15 year-olds will have to tryout (redraft existing Babe Ruth teams, as Head First 

	teams will take a lot of existing players).
