College Scholarship Information
The Alameda Babe Ruth Baseball League has awarded college scholarships annually since 1995 to graduating seniors.

A.  Who is eligible to apply?
Any high school senior who is graduating in good standing and has played at least two years in Alameda Babe Ruth in any of our divisions from the 13 year old, 14-15 year old, 16 year old, or 16-18 year old leagues.

The application, official high school transcript, recommendations, and essay must be submitted by the April 8, 2011 deadline.

The applicant must be committed to attending an accredited community college, four year college or university in the fall of 2011.  Proof of enrollment must be submitted to the scholarship committee before the award is paid.

B.  What is the scholarship award?

Bill Dal Porto funds one of the scholarships in honor of his parents, Peter and Margaret Dal Porto.   The remaining scholarships come from funds donated to Alameda Babe Ruth, primarily from volunteer umpires.  Scholarship awards are $500 each.  The scholarships are payable once, upon receipt of verification of enrollment as a full-time academic student in an accredited community college or four year college or university.

C.  How is the scholarship award judged?

Upon receipt of the application and the required documents, the Scholarship Committee will make the award based upon high school scholastic achievements, extra curricular activities, community service, participation in Alameda Babe Ruth’s programs, recommendations submitted, and a possible personal interview.

D.  What documentation must be submitted?


The required documents are:


1.  Attached scholarship application

2.  Official high school transcript

3.  Two letters of recommendation from personal contacts, which can include religious groups, community service organizations, employers, teachers, or athletic team coaches.  Please attach these recommendations to the application.  These do not have to be new recommendations.  You can submit recommendations that were written for your college applications.

4.  An essay (200-500 words) on the topic: What benefits/influence has the Babe Ruth Baseball program had on your life?
